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Overview:

This Action Plan Amendment No. 72 amends allocations to the Long Term Community Recovery, Local

Government, Fisheries Assistance, Soft Seconds, First Time Homebuyer Pilot, Homelessness Supports

and Housing, Non-Profit Rebuild, Housing Development Loan Fund, Plaguemines Parish

Rehabilitation, and State Technical Assistance program budgets.

This amendment is considered substantial because it re-allocates more than 15% of funds in one

program.

Reallocation of Funds for Existing Programs:

A.

Soft Seconds

The Soft Seconds budget is decreased to $68,871,277.95 to reconcile project budgets. This
program was created in Action Plan Amendment 24 and amended in Amendments
50,54,55,66,67, 68, and 69.

First Time Homebuyer Pilot

The First Time Homebuyer Pilot budget is reduced to $36,670,908.40 because funds have been
de-obligated from activities that are completed and closed out. This program was created in the
Action Plan Amendment 4 and amended in Amendments 54,55,66,67, and 68.

Homelessness Supports and Housing

The Homelessness Supports and Housing budget is reduced to $26,008,079.65 because funds
have been de-obligated from activities that are completed and closed out. This program will be
closed out. This program was created in the Initial Action Plan 1 and amended in Amendment 63.

Non-Profit Rebuilding
The Non-Profit Rebuidling budget is reduced to $10,734,587.76 because funds have been de-
obligated from activities that are completed and closed out. This program was created in Action

Plan Amendment 33.

Housing Development Loan Fund

The Housing Development Loan Fund budget is reduced to $4,776,737.80 because funds have
been de-obligated from activities that are completed and closed out. This program was created
in Action Plan Amendment 1 and amended in Amendments 56, 63, 64, and 66.

Plaquemines Parish Rehabilitation

The Plaguemines budget is reduced to $3,363,864.00 because funds have been de-obligated
from activities that are completed and closed out. This program will be closed out. This program
was created in Action Plan Amendment 32 and amended in 68.

Long Term Community Recovery




The Long Term Community Recovery budget is reduced to $620,637,658.93 because funds have
been de-obligated from activities that are completed and closed out. This program was created
in Action Plan Amendment 12 and amended in 19, 30, and 31.

Local Government Infrastructure Program
The Local Government Infrastructure budget is increased to $147,426,393.16 in order to fund an

eligible activity to continue to meet the ongoing critical recovery needs of public entities. This
program was created in the Initial Action Plan and amended in Amendments 2, 15, 19, 25, 38, 41,
48, 49, 53, 54, 67, 70, and 71.

Fisheries Assistance

The Fisheries Assistance budget is reduced to $25,063,038.08 because funds have been de-
obligated from activities that are complete and in the closeout process. This program was created
in Action Plan Amendment 17 and amended in Amendments 26, 54, 62, 67, and 71.

State Technical Assistance

The State Technical Assistance budget is reduced to $1,118,251.89 because funds have been de-
obligated from activities that are completed and closed out. This program was created in the
Initial Action Plan and amended in Amendments 1, 16, 22, 23, and 29.
